Glossary:  Chapter 4 (pp. 104-154)

	Adjoin
	The insertion of a phrasal object into another phrasal object at its outmost level.

	Adjunct
	A constituent which modifies the main information given in a sentence. It constitutes a kind of attribution.

	Antecedent
	A word which precedes another and is c-commanded by it. 

	Articulatory-Perceptual System (AP System)
	A part of the mind which is responsible for sound and gestures.

	Bar-Level Projection
	If a phrase contains unchecked elements, it is part of an intermediate projection. The unchecked elements need further checking. The phrase is not “complete”. Therefore: X- (read: X-bar).

	C-Command (Constituent Command)
	If node A is sister of node B, or if A contains B, B is commanded by A. This is an example of a hierarchical syntactic relation in which φ-features play an essential role.  

	Complement
	A syntactic object that satisfies c-selectional “demands” of heads.

	Conceptual-Intentional System (CI System)
	A part of the mind which is responsible for meaning.

	Converge
	If a syntactic derivation converges, it terminates successfully and all of the uninterpretable features are checked.

	Co-ordination
	Another constituency test where it is checked whether syntactic elements are constituents by conjoining them with “and”.

	Crash
	The opposite of converge.

	Double Object Constructions
	A construction with a ditransitive verb, but which lacks the preposition.

	Head-Complement Structure
	When a phrasal element (“letters to Peter”) merges with a projecting lexical item (“burn”).

	Hierarchy of Projections
	If certain elements can project onto others, but not vice versa, then a hierarchy of projections is established.

	Indirect Object
	The goal in a double object construction is the indirect object.

	Linking Problem
	Central to language acquisition theory: The problem for the child to decide which structures occur with which predicates.

	Maximal Syntactic Object
	This is a syntactical object which does not have a remaining c-selectional feature to be checked. If a syntactic object does not a c-selectional feature to be checked, it is phrasal.    

	Negative Polarity Item (NPI)
	Words like “any” and “ever” which require negative words in the sentences in which they appear. 

	Numeration
	A collection of lexical items.

	Object
	The nominal complement of a verb.

	Paraphrase
	“Benjamin caused Lee to have the cloak.” This is a paraphrase of: “Benjamin gave Lee the cloak”. This involves the use of a causative indicating causality.

	Phonetic Form (PF)
	The physical representation of a syntactic object.

	Phrase
	If constituents are organized according to rules which create a hierarchy, then the resulting entities are called phrases. Also: “Functional” parts of sentences. 

	R-Expression
	A referring expression that has its own reference. 

	Specifier
	The sister of an X- projection.

	Ternary-Branching
	A node in a syntax tree containing three branches. 

	Trace
	If a syntactic element has no morphological or phonological representation, but is still present, it leaves a “trace” in the syntax tree. 

	Uniformity of θ-Assignment hypothesis (UTAH)
	The assumption that there is a close relationship between θ-structure and phrase (or syntactic) structure.

	VP-Preposing
	An operation, where the VP moves to the left of a (partially) repeated sentence.

	X--Theory
	A set of constraints on phrase structure. Main phrase structures are head-complement and specifier-X-.
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
