	Agree
	The checking and matching of non-categorial features under c-command. 

	Auxiliary Verb
	These are specialized verbs which perform restricted semantic functions. 

	Broken Chains
	If the succession of elements in a chain are not according to c-command, then the chain is broken.

	Chain
	If a syntactical object arises under agree, it is called a chain. 

	Checking by Valuing
	Note the difference her to “checking by deletion”. Valuing only possible in c-command relations. 

	Constituent Negation
	Denies only a particular constituent of a sentence.

	Do-Support
	The insertion of “do” in negative sentences.

	Emphatic “Do”
	This is the use of “do” in order to emphasize the main information given by the main verb.

	Extrinsic
	Defined my means external to the system.

	Functional Categories
	Categories which head a projection, but which do not assign Θ-roles.

	Head Movement
	The movement of syntactic heads.

	Infinitival Sentences
	Sentences which occur as embedded sentences and which, on their own, do not seem to make sense. Constructed with “to.

	Lexical Categories
	Categories related to Θ-roles (and thus to semantics). Categories like Nouns, Verbs, Adjectives. 

	Modal Auxiliaries
	These are verbs which signify notions such as obligation, possibility and permission. 

	Pure Checking Approach
	The approach already adopted earlier in the chapter of feature deletion by checking.

	Sentential Negation
	Denies the overall truth of a non-negated sentence.

	Sequence of Tense
	This notions could maybe described as the backshift of tenses (for the learners of English). It basically says that matrix tense influences embedded tense. 

	Strength of Features 
	Note the addition of a new idea to the system. Features are now divided into strong and weak features. If a syntactic element contains a strong feature [uF*], it must be local (that is: sisterhood) to the feature with which checking takes place.  

	Value
	A new idea introduced into the minimalist paradigm. The basic idea is that there are things like unspecified features: If the unspecified tense feature on v is matched by T tense features, it is valued. 

v[utense:…] ( v[utense: past], if T[tense: past] 
Note the usage of to “match” rather than to “check”. 

	VP-Ellipsis
	The omission of the verb phrase. The sentence still makes sense since there is enough context material.
